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Summary of significant developments and major achievements of the Department during
the month of August 2024.

1. Livestock Health:

I.  Vaccination programme- salient achievements
a. FMD Vaccination

Since start of the programme around 87 crore vaccinations have been done
and 7 crore farmers benefitted.

Round 4- so far, 16.72 crore FMD vaccination done and completed in 2l
States/UTs and ongoing in 4 states.

Round 5 - so far, 2.36 crore FMD vaccination done and completed in 2
states and ongoing in 5 State/UTs.

During the month of August, 2024, arcund2.97 Crore FMD Vaccination has
been done

b. Brucellosis Vaccination

During the month, total of 17 lakh Brucellosis vaccinations have been
done (Cumulative 4.04 crore)

c. Peste des Petits Ruminants (PPR) Vaccination

During the month, 1.21 Crore PPR vaccinations have been done.
(Cumulative 15.87 crore)

d. CSF (Classical Swine Fever) Vaccination

During the month, total 1.60 lakh CSF vaccinations have been done.
(Cumulative 56.42 lakh)

Vaccination against Lumpy Skin Disease (LSD)

During 2024, LSD was reported in 9 states. Presently, only two states i.e.
Kerala having 97 active cases and Odisha having 10 active cases of Lumpy Skin



Disease. Total 4,94,54,413 animals have been vaccinated during 2024 and the
vaccination is underway.

l. MOBILE VETERINARY UNIT (MVU)

Overall, 3386 MVUs are operational in 24 states providing last mile doorstep animal health
care services. During the month, 340549 no. of farmers were benefitted and 588281
number of animals were treated in 14 states.

lll.  Activities/Works related to Veterinary Council of India (VCI):

i.  Administrative approval of 25 Lakhs for engaging CPWD for construction of VCI building
and other facilities.

ii.  Approval for admission to B.V.Sc & AH degree course programme through NEET (15 %
of Seats) on all India based for the academic session 2024-25 was given to VCI.

IV.  Activities/Works related to Chaudhry Charan Singh National Institute of Animal
Health (CSNIAH):

i. Completed quality control testing of 02 batch of FMD vaccines & 04 batches of PPR
vaccines under LHDCP.

i.  The Guidelines for conferring “National Gopal Ratna Award-2024” in Animal
Husbandry & Dairying has been issued on 01.07.2024. Last date for submission
of online application under National Gopal Ratna Award 2024 has been extended

During the
meeting both sides explore the ways to strengthen bilateral cooperation by regularly
holding the meetings under the ambit of the instruments signed between the two
countries.

A meeting between Hon’ble Minister of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry & Dairying and H.E
Mr. Esteban Valenzuela, Minister of Agriculture of Chile was held on 28.08.2024 to
explore new avenues to enhance bilateral cooperation in animal husbandry sector.
During the meeting both sides stressed upon implementation of the agreement signed in
2003 and also discussed pending market access issues in related field.




4. Credit, Extension & Publicity (CEP)

National Sports Day-2024 on 29.08.2024 at Krishi Bhawan, New Delhi

On the occasion of National Sports Day-2024, commemorating Major Dhyan Chand’s
legacy and promotes sports and physical fithess was observed by the Department of
Animal Husbandry and Dairying, on 29.08.2024 at Krishi Bhawan.

Shri Prof. S.P. Singh Baghel, Hon’ble Minister of State for Ministry of Fisheries, Animal
Husbandry, and Dairying led the event by taking a pledge to make physical activity and
sports an integral part of daily life. The pledge taking ceremony was followed with a
walkathon wherein, Ms. Alka Upadhyaya, Secretary, Department of Animal Husbandry,
and Dairying along with the DAHD officials participated.

5. National Livestock Mission

The DAHD has established a system to monitor all the Banking related
programmes. In this regard, Central Level Bankers Committee has been
constituted under the Chairmanship of Secretary (AHD) with the Banks. The first
meeting of the Committee was held on 05.08.2024 wherein the issues related to
financing of various programmes, pending application with bankers, KCC
pendency etc. were discussed.

The Department has also established mechanism to create Awareness on the
various programme with Ministry of Rural Development (MoRD). In this regard, a
MoU was signed with Transform Rural India Foundation 9TRIF) working in the
field of Rural Development. A joint communication signed by Secretary (AHD)
and Secretary (Rural Development) was issued to all the Chief Secretaries for
coordination with the State NRLM and State DAHD so that the benefit of the
schemes of DAHD can reach to the SHGs. Various activities like webinar and
workshop of the Pashushakis have been lined up as a part of the activities.

A Regional Review Meeting with Northeastern States viz Assam, Meghalaya,

Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh, Sikkim, Manipur, Mizoram and Nagaland was held on
23.08.204. A review meeting with Vaccine Manufacturers on FMD vaccine strain change
